NOTES TO ASSIST WITH THE COMPLETION OF RISK ASSESSMENTS

1.
TASK OR PROCESS

Look only for Tasks or Processes that you could reasonably expect to result in significant harm to either the worker involved or a person working or resorting nearby. Consider Low Temperature, Poor Lighting, Noise, Manual Handling, Dust, Moving Vehicles, Work at Heights, etc.

2.

WHO MIGHT BE AT RISK / HARMED?

There is no need to name individuals. Think about groups of people doing similar work or who may be affected, e.g. Office Staff, Plant Operators, Cleaners, Members of the Public or other Work Teams in the same workplace.

LIKELIHOOD X SEVERITY = RISK RATING

Identify the hazard(s) arising from the task or process, together with the possible outcome(s). Then use the following scores to evaluate the hazard potential for injury or damage, then the likelihood of the hazard being realised, and multiply the two together:

Likelihood = the likelihood of the hazard potential being realised

1 - Unlikely 2 - Possible 3 - Likely to occur eventually; 4 - Probable; 5 - Certain.

Severity = the potential to cause harm

1 – Minor injury requiring first aid; 2 – Minor Injury (need to go off site); 3 - Injury reportable under RIDDOR (off work for longer than 7 days)

4 – Major injury; 5 - Fatality.

EXISTING CONTROLS

What precautions have already been taken to reduce the risk from the hazard identified? Does the work force have adequate information, instructions or training? Do the precautions meet the standards set by legal requirements, comply with recognised industry standards, represent good practice, reduce risk as far as reasonably practicable?

If so then the risks are probably adequately controlled, but you need to indicate the precautions that are in place and ensure they are maintained. You may refer to procedures, manuals, company rules, etc. giving this information.

WHAT FURTHER ACTION IS REQUIRED TO ADEQUATELY CONTROL THE RISK?

What more could you reasonably do to further control those risks that you found?

Priority must be given to those risks that affect large numbers of people and/or could result in serious injury or death. The principles below should be considered in the following order when taking further action.

Remove the risk completely. Try a less risky option. Prevent access to the hazard (by guarding). Organise work to reduce exposure to the hazard. Issue Personal Protective Equipment (as a last resort). Provide welfare (e.g. washing facilities to remove contamination and to render first aid).
